The Epiphany Cathedral in Irkutsk

The Epiphany Cathedral is one of the most beautiful architectural
monuments of Irkutsk. It is located in the historical centre of the city near the
Angara River.

The building is made of brick. It is the second stone building which appeared
in Irkutsk in 1718. It looks like an old Russian church with the elements of
classicism and the Baroque style. The Cathedral has a bell-tower and five domes.
The bell-tower once had the biggest bell in the city which weighed more than 12
tons. The bell was seriously damaged during the earthquake in 1861 and after that
it was removed.

The facades of the Epiphany Cathedral are decorated with the images of the
Saints, mythical animals and flowers. At night the building is beautifully
illuminated. The citizens often compare it to a gingerbread house.

In 1991 he moved to Moscow with his parents to continue his musical
education. He studied at the Central Music School at the Moscow Conservatory
and graduated from it brilliantly. In 1993 he entered the Moscow State
Conservatory. In 1995 he became a soloist of the Moscow State Philharmonic. At
the age of 28 he won thellth international Tchaikovsky Competition in 1998. His
performance was a great success.

In 2004 he organized the annual international music festival named The
Stars of Baikal in his hometown of Irkutsk. The main goals of the festival are to
develop Russian music culture and to search for new young talents in Siberia.

He has grown from an ordinary Irkutsk boy to a world celebrity. He does a
lot for Irkutsk and Irkutsk residents. He strives to people to understand, feel and
love classical music the way he loves it. Now the pianist gives 250 concerts a year.
But for all his fantastic fame and global demand, he tries to show new projects at
home and remains a very simple man and an open person.

LESSON 3. THE LEGENDARY SIBERIAN SABLE

This little amazing animal from the weasel family (cemelicTBo XopbKOB) IS @
symbol of Siberia. This small omnivorous (Bcesausiit) mammal inhabits the vast
territory of the Siberian taiga — from the Ural Mountains to the shores of the
Pacific Ocean.

Sables live in burrows (xHopsr) near riverbanks and in the thickest parts of
woods. Males measure 38-56 cm. in body length, with a tail measuring 9-12 cm.
and weigh 880-1,800 grams). Females have a body length of 35-51 cm with a tail
length of 7.2-11.5 cm. Its fur color ranges from light to dark brown, cinnamon, to
deep jet black (uepnsiii xak cmoip). Sables feed on wild berries, hares, rodents,
roots. They also hunt small weasels and birds. Sables also occasionally eat fish,
which they catch with their front paws. Sables give birth to their cubs in tree
hollows, where they build nests composed of moss, leaves, and dried grass. Sable
can swim and they are good climbers of cliffs and trees.

Are sables friendly? No, sables do not make good pets. Sables are wild
animals. Though they look cute, they can be very aggressive. They have sharp little
teeth and are quite capable of delivering a painful bite. The sable has always been a
hunting object. It is highly valued for its fine, soft, silky fluffy (eI,
BOpCHUCTHIH) fur.

The Sable is depicted on the coats of arms (rep6) of many Siberian cities:
Irkutsk, Novosibirsk, Yeniseisk, Yekaterinburg, Kurgan, as well as on the coats of
arms of Novosibirsk, Sverdlovsk and Tyumen regions.

For tourists the Irkutsk region is mainly a collection of amazing natural
objects, from Lake Baikal to various protected areas. Here are the descriptions of
the most popular attractions:

Lake Baikal

It contains the largest reserves of fresh water. The uniqueness of the natural site is
complemented by endemics: both animals and plants. The area exceeds 3.1 million
hectares, the coastline is 2 thousand km. The greatest depth is 1.6 km. Attractions:
capes and bays, the Chersky peak, yurts installed on the shore, etc. Ecotourism is
developed, excursions start in large cities nearby.

Olkhon Island

The largest of the Baikal islands. The area is 73 thousand hectares. The
surrounding isles and Olkhon are part of the Pribaikalsky National Park. There is a
permanent population in the island. It is separated from the mainland by two
straits. Sightseeing: Revyakin’s museum, Shamanka rock, ruins of a protective
wall at Cape Khorgoy.

Circum-Baikal Railway

It was built from the beginning to the middle of the last century. The length is 260
km. The name refers both to the entire route and to the section at 89 km: from
Slyudyanka Il to Baikal. The stations are wooden or brick. The road is not used as



actively as it used to be. There are a lot of tunnels. The majority of them are
suitable for the passage of trains.

Ethnographic Museum **Taltsy"

It was opened in 1969 in the village of the same name. The area of the museum is
67 hectares. There are a lot of architectural objects that reflect the characteristics of
the houses of 17th-20th centuries. In "Taltsy" you can find an Evenk camp, a
tower of the Ilimsky prison, a blacksmith's area, an ice slide. The collection of the
museum includes about 8 thousand items.

Listvyanka

Listvyanka is a work settlement in the Irkutsk region, located in 65 kilometres
from Irkutsk. Listvyanka opens the gates to Baikal. The village stands where the
Angara flows out of Baikal, and stretches along the Baikal shoreline for five
kilometers. This is the place where the first acquaintance with Baikal usually
takes place. Here you can not only see wonders of nature, but also visit the
museums, imitate a deep-dive in Baikal in a virtual bathyscaph. You can also go
skiing snowboarding, tracking or diving.
